5.  Installation
Surface Preparation
Surface Preparation: Surfaces shall be structurally sound,
clean and dry, and free of wax and any other foreign materials that 
may inhibit bond. Grout should cure a minimum of 28 days.  
Satisfaction of grout condition must be acceptable before the 
Grout Sealer is applied.

Application
Always test compatibility in an inconspicuous area.
When desired results are achieved, sponge or brush the Merkrete 
Grout Sealer onto the surface and wipe off any excess with a 
clean, absorbent cloth. This product is designed to penetrate the 
treated surface. No excess sealer must be left on the surface to dry.
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Coverage (per gallon)
Coverage varies with the porosity of the surface and thickness of
the application. The following figures are estimates only.
Porous Surfaces: 200 – 400 sq. ft.
Dense or Polished Surfaces: 800 – 1,000 sq. ft.

Limitations
Caution should be used to prevent Merkrete Grout
Sealer from getting on surfaces not intended to be sealed. Avoid 
contact with glass, live plants and areas not to be sealed. Wipe
off any Grout Sealer when in contact with surfaces not to be
sealed immediately and rinse well with water. If excess sealer
is allowed to dry on surfaces, a white residue may form that is
difficult to remove. Do not allow the sealer to puddle; wipe away
any excess sealer that is not absorbed.
